Gorgie Collective Public Sculpture Competition 2021 – Terms and Conditions

Are you an artist with a public art practice or would like to develop one? Are you based in, near or have a significant connection to Gorgie?
Gorgie Collective, the leading local arts and cultural organisation in Gorgie, is currently running a competition to commission a new sculptural street artwork for our local area. The new artwork will be included as part of Gorgie Collective’s Street Art Sculpture Trail.
The work can be in any art medium, but must be sculptural and suitable for installation in an outdoor location. 2D painted/illustrated elements can be included but there must be a sculptural/3D component to the work. This may include work in metal, ceramic, glass, resin or wood. The sculpture can be permanent or semi-permanent and the installation site must be in or very near to Gorgie.
The criteria by which applications will be assessed are:
· Quality of the creative concept, visuals and proposed artwork
· Ability for the artist to create and install the artwork safely in a public space
· Likelihood artwork will augment or enhance public space in Gorgie
· Fit between the design and the proposed location (site specificity)
· Plan to engage local community 
The work can be of any size, but large-scale works (in particular) must be appropriated risk assessed from a health and safety perspective. Artworks must be safe to install in a public space, so highly fragile works or works with e.g. multiple sharp edges will not be considered. The completed work must be installed in an outdoor space in Gorgie which is freely accessible to the public. Guidance can be provided on securing the relevant permissions where applicable.
The competition is open to all adults aged 16+ with a connection to Gorgie. Applications from all underrepresented groups, including members of Gorgie’s diverse international community, are warmly welcomed. Entrants may be professional, amateur or emerging artists.
The artist fee for this project will be £500 to include design and installation, plus a materials allowance. The selected artist will be mentored in developing and installing their work by Gorgie Collective committee members. Studio or production space to manufacture the work may be available in discussion with Gorgie Collective if needed. The winning artwork will be installed in Gorgie in February/March 2022 and we hope to include it in the Gorgie Street Art Sculpture Trail.
Entrants should complete the application form (below) and include 1-3 sketches/ photographs/designs of their proposed work, together with a materials list and any technical requirements. Please copy and paste your photos or pictures into the form and do NOT send separate large files. Additional info may be requested from shortlisted artists as needed.
Please note that Gorgie Collective is a volunteer-led organisation, and no correspondence can be entered into with unsuccessful applicants. Incomplete applications will not be eligible for consideration, so please ensure that you complete all the information requested. All entries must be sent by email to: gorgiecollective@hotmail.com
